Mathematics(Specific Area)


Recite and read numbers to 100, Count in 1s, and 10s to 100 count in 2'sFind 1 more/ 1 less. Subtract 2 by counting back. Count and record number of objects to 20Count on or back 2 or 3Pairs with a total of 6 or 7 – addition and subtraction. Doubles to double 5Create and complete repeating patterns with two or three colours/shapes/objects/ actions. Describe cube, cuboid, cylinder, sphere, cone and pyramid. Follow directions. Left and right. Recognise all coins. Very simple addition and subtraction problems involving money. Days of the week. Count actions carried out in a minute, 60 seconds
