Literacy: Poetry: the power of imagery. We will focus on the poem The Highwayman by Alfred Noyes. Short Stories: children will write their own short stories to include flashbacks. Non-chronological reports, Classic Fiction.

Computing: Year 5 will continue to develop their word processing and programming skills.
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History:  The Roman Empire / Ancient Rome. 


The beginnings and expansion of the Empire. Children explore when in history Rome was founded and how the Empire expanded over a period of time. They use maps to locate the countries of the Empire. ( Ancient Rome: Children explore aspects of life in Ancient Rome, including, homes / buildings / heating, family life / education / food / slavery, entertainment / gladiators / chariots, travel / roads, baths / hygiene / aqueducts, crime / punishment / worship / Gods. ( Invading Britain – Children learn about the Roman invasion of Britain, exploring the clothes and life of a Roman soldier. They learn about Queen Boudicca and the resistance to the Romans in Celtic Britain. They go on to explore changes to Britain as a result of the Roman invasion, identifying Roman roads and Hadrian’s Wall on a map of the UK.
